What does it take to be a good volunteer?

1. Be a Christian.

2. Accept the kids.

Some adults look down on them because of who they are and how they are
dressed.

c. Being a teenager is an awkward time, full of insecurities. Help them to feel safe
here.

3. Don’t be a judge, be their friend.
a. Kids don't need a lecture; they get that every day at school, or at home from treir
parents. Show them examples in love, model good behavior.
b. Don't force the gospel down their throats. Allow the Holy Spirit to guide you,
establish a relationship first, if the kids don’t respect you, they won't listen to
you.

4. Have a passion for the ministry.

a. You don't have to love coming to the drop-in, sometimes it is hard and
discouraging, but remember who you are in Christ and who you want these kids to
be.

b. Tell your friends, family and church what God has been doing in the lives of these
kids.

5. Have Fun!!
a. Play games with them, joke with them, laugh with them. Be their friend.
